Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, November 14, 2017, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; Chief Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joel Sims, Joe Rachal, Anthony Fenoli. Mark Richardson was not present. Various members of the public were present.


Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 

There was a presentation from Miss Rose Johnson concerning a dog running at large. 

John Vercher gave the Audit Report. Mr. Vercher informed the Town of Olla that they received an unmodified opinion Audit, which he stated was the best audit that a municipality can obtain. He congratulated the Mayor and Staff on an exemplary job.
            Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the October 10, 2017 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the October 2017 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the October 2017 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Thompson delivered the written fire report for October.  All fire department equipment is in operational condition, with the exception of Engine 3 that is still under repair.  There have been no changes in membership for the department in October. The Department responded to 6 alarms. The department members attended a business meeting, two training meetings and a 3 hour LSU class for the month of October. Chief Thompson also extended an invitation to the Mayor, Police Chief, and Town Employees to attend the Annual Fireman’s Banquet on Dec. 2, 2017 at 6:00 PM at Station 2. 
· Police Report – Chief John Stott delivered the written police report for October. 105 citations issued, $25366.08 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 52 incidents, 3 arrests, 4 accidents and 4 dog complaints.
· Public Works Department – Superintendent Joseph Jeter was not present to deliver a report for the month of October. Mayor Elliott stated that several leaks have been fixed this past week.

A motion was made by Rachal, second by Sims, to conduct a Public Hearing in reference to  Ordinance 2017-010:   An Ordinance to release the dedication of a certain alley located within the Town of Olla known as Hardtner and Tannehill 3rd Edition, T 11 N-R 2 E; Section 35. After discussion, a motion was made by Rachal, second by Fenoli, to close the Public Hearing and return to agenda. 

Mayor Elliott announced the next item on the Agenda, Ordinance 2017-010: An Ordinance to release the dedication of a certain alley located within the Town of Olla known as Hardtner and Tannehill 3rd Edition, T 11 N-R 2 E; Section 35. No action taken due to lack of motion. 
 
A motion was made by Rachal, second by Sims, to allow the placement of a 20 foot utility building for Carla Bratton to put behind her building, located at 2914 Front Street, for storage and later use for her business. Motion carried.

·  Akies - James Richard Meredith – 1783 Louisiana Street. Motion made by Bailey, second by Rachal, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit as presented. Motion carried.
·  LaBamba – David Salas – 2635 Highway 165 Main Street. Motion made by Bailey, second by Rachal, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit as presented. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Sims, second by Rachal to accept the Introduction of Ordinance 2017-011 – A Ordinance to amend the Vendor Maintenance clause under Purchasing 2017-103, and adding a Debt Service clause 2017-114 in the Policy and Procedures Manual per the Auditor, Mr. John Vercher. Motion carried.
Mayor Elliott announced that she would like to send out a big thank you to LEDD for our sign at the Industrial Park, as it is now up! Mayor Elliott has been contacted by Henry Shuler, to let her know that the motor for the mixer, initially to be 10 HP, has been suggested by the company to be a 15 HP motor. This is based on the THM level, and the distance to Pleasant Ridge. The Veteran’s Day Luncheon was a success. Our speaker was Brigadier General Robert Doughty. Plans are now being made for the Senior Citizens Christmas Dinner, set to be held December 7, 2017, at 6:00 PM at the Olla First Baptist Church.
