Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, February 08, 2022, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Anthony Fenoli, Joel Sims, and Ashley Crawford. Absent: Michael Duke. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried. 

Presentations and Comments from the Public: 

Cynthia Cockerham – Ms. Cockerham spoke with the mayor and council, giving them an update on LEDD and what has been taking place with the Rural Broadband.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the December 2021 regular meeting minutes. January meeting was not held due to so many being absent with Covid. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the December 2021 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the January 2022 bills as presented. Motion carried. 


Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the December 2021 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the January 2022 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Anders Thompson gave the written fire report for February 2022. Mr. Thompson stated there had been no changes in membership and all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 7 alarms in February 2022. Mr. Thompson stated the department has 3 trucks that they would like to put out for bids, with minimum bids given (listed below).

· Police Report – The December 2021 and January 2022 police reports was given by Mayor Elliott. 111 citations issued for December, $20,636.43 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 10 incidents, 1 arrest, and 5 dog complaints. 111 citations issued for January 2022, $24,606.25 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 8 incidents, 0 arrest, and 3 dog complaint. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the February 2022 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that the EPA published the new Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR) stating the compliance deadline for water systems is October 16, 2024. They are focusing on reducing exposure to lead in drinking water in several new areas. 

Mayor Elliott stated that the Medora mixer is broken, and we failed our THM’s for the quarter by 3 points, causing the town to have to send out postcards notifying customers of this.

Mayor Elliott stated that a gear box has to be replaced at the wastewater plant. The gear box cost is $6766.00 and installation fee will be $2400.00, totaling $9166.00.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to appoint Dorroh & Kendrick Law Firm as the official attorney for the Town of Olla for the year 2022. Motion carried.

Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to appoint Sonya Kennon as the 2022 Town Clerk for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to appoint Dan Cornett as the 2022 Town Magistrate for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 

Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to appoint Joel Sims as the 2022 Mayor Pro-Tem for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to ADOPT Resolution 2022-001 – A Resolution authorizing the town to state their intent to maintain permit requirements as set forth by national pollutant discharge elimination system to prevent wastewater permit violations and other matters with respect thereto. Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Smoker’s Paradise – Azam Popatiya – 3530 Highway 165. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to APPOINT Mr. Mark Talley as the AD HOC Magistrate. Motion carried.


Crawford made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the employee health benefit renewal with Blue Cross Blue Shield. Motion carried.
Mayor Elliott announced the electrician has wired the Farmers’ Market, but are waiting for the lights and fans to come in. There has been a delay in the building materials for the ceiling of the Farmer’s Market and also the materials for the cupola. Once everything is complete, we will be getting a new fence installed behind the Dixie Center and Courtyard. 
Mayor Elliott spoke with Community Financial Insurance Company two weeks ago about the Commercial Building and was informed by Community Financial that the roof is not going to be covered due to the roofs age. Mayor Elliott informed them that the roof had been repaired the previous year before the ice storm and there were no leaks at that time. Mayor Elliott also informed Community Financial that there was not an exclusion on the policy stating that the roof would not be covered. The insurance company is supposed to be checking into it, but as-of-yet there has been no reply. 
Mayor Elliott let the council know that she has received an email from LEDD inviting the council members to the next meeting on Thursday, February 17, 2022, at 6:00 p.m. for the meeting, dinner, and a driving tour of LaSalle Lumber Plant. Mayor Elliott stated that she hoped the council members would attend if possible. 
Mayor Elliott thanked Joel Sims, Michael Duke, and Ashley Crawford for attending the Broadband Committee meeting Wednesday since she was in Shreveport and unable to attend. Mayor Elliott stated that she felt it was important for Olla to be represented at the meeting. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford, to enter into Executive Session at 7:45 p.m. No action was taken during Executive Session. Crawford made a motion, second by Sims, to close Executive Session at 8:03 p.m.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford, giving Mayor Elliott authority to enter negotiations for the purchase of the new Olla Town Hall Building. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford, to adjourn at 8:04 p.m. Motion carried.
