Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting was held on Tuesday, October 08, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Jessica Dunn, Joel Sims, and Keith Reichardt. Michael Duke and Madge Bailey were absent. Various members of the public were present.



Sims made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried.


Dunn made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the September 2024 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the September 2024 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Dunn made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the September 2024 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Kim Taylor gave the September 2024 monthly fire report. Chief Taylor stated that two new junior members joined the department this month. All equipment is in operational condition apart from the brush truck. The department is waiting on one part for it. The department responded to 0 alarms in September, and there was no training classes held. Chief Taylor stated that the department donated 4 pallets of MRE’s to Caldwell church for Hurricane Helene Relief. 
· Police Report – The September 2024 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 136 citations were issued for September 2024, $23,521.25 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 13 incidents, 2 arrests, and 2 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the September 2024 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that she is still working on the lead service line surveys that are due next week. The public works department has been working hard to get the information needed for this report, along with repairing leaks as they are reported. Mayor Elliott stated that a new set of tires has been purchased for the camo side by side UTV. 
Dunn made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the reports as 
presented. Motion carried.
Sims made a motion, second by Reichardt, appointing Mr. Shelby Allien to finish Ms. Sandra Carraway’s unexpired term on the Olla Housing Authority board. Ms. Carraway served 18 years on the Olla Housing Authority board and passed away last month due to a lengthy illness. She will be deeply missed by all. Motion carried. 
Mayor Elliott thanked everyone that stepped up and had a part in making Olla Homecoming 2024 a success. Due to an accident that resulted in Mayor Elliott’s hospitalization, for the first time she was unable to attend and had to depend on so many people. Mayor Elliott gave thanks to Keith Reichardt for filling in for her, and to LPSO, LCC, her awesome town employees, and to Mark and Madge Bailey for all the challenging work and helping to make our homecoming a success. 
Mayor Elliott stated that there will be a water management meeting in Alexandria at the LRWA Fall Mini-Conference October 14-17, 2024. Each water system gets extra points for someone attending. Since Mayor Elliott attended last year and is not eligible to attend this year, it must be a system decision maker that attends and that includes council members. The idea is to educate the decision makers about the water management of the municipality. It is a highly informative class, and we need someone to attend. 
Mayor Elliott stated that she had requested the maximum amount of $35,000.00 to go towards the purchase of a new patrol unit for the police department through a LGAP (Local Government Assistance Program) grant, and we have been approved to receive $18,900.00. 

Mayor Elliott announced that the yearly Veterans Day event will be held at the Cultural Center on November 11, 2024, at 2:00 P.M. 

Mayor Elliott reminded everyone that Ethics Training and Sexual Harassment Training must be complete and turned in as soon as possible, and certificates given to Sonya Kennon at the Olla Town Hall for your employee folder if you have not already done so. 

Sims made a motion, second by Reichardt, to adjourn at 7:16 p.m. Motion carried.
